Title:  What is the Name of your Lesson?
By: Who is teaching the lesson?
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, or 12th?
Topic: General Topic you lesson is based on.

Goal(s): Goals determine purpose, aim, and rationale for what you and your students will engage in during class time.  
Specific Objectives: This section focuses on what ‘your students’ will do to acquire further knowledge and skills on your topic. 

-What will students be able to do during this lesson? 

-After your lesson (not presentation) what will the students be able to do?  

-Under what conditions will students' performance be accomplished? 

(ex. Draw, Write, Chart, Define, Locate, Verbalize, Teach, ect)


Materials: List everything you will need to teach your lesson.

(ex. Overhead, color paper, posters, TV, markers, handouts, ect)

Anticipatory Set:  Your intro to the lesson designed to ‘hook’ the student into the topic with interest.

Step-By-Step Procedure: This section provides a detailed, step-by-step description of how to replicate the lesson and achieve lesson plan objectives.  This is usually intended for the teacher and provides suggestions on how to proceed with implementation of the lesson plan.  It also focuses on what the teacher should have students do during the lesson.

Closure: What will you use to draw the ideas together for students at the end? 
How will you provide feedback to students to correct their misunderstandings and reinforce their learning?


Assessment Based on the Objective: This section focuses on ensuring that your students have arrived at their intended destination.  You will need to gather some evidence that they did.  This usually is done by gathering students' work and assessing this work using some kind of grading rubric that is based on lesson objectives. You could also replicate some of the activities practiced as part of the lesson, without providing the same level of guidance as during the lesson.  You could always quiz students on various concepts and problems as well.
