- Your life as a nomad prior to the Neolithic Revolution including diet, 

    environment, family /clan, jobs, activities, education, social ranking, and of 

    course your name.


- A specific and plausible explanation of how the Neolithic Revolution occurred 

                with in your family.


-  The immediate changes to your life once you have learned to farm and 

                domesticate animals.

-  The long range effects (a minimum of 10 years after you experience the 

                Neolithic Revolution in your piece in order to see the foundation of man 
                learning to civilize himself) including geographic location, job specialization,    

                family, education, new forms of writing, new inventions, conflict, religion, and  

                your political, economic, and social systems.
In addition all final papers will be Typed or will receive NO CREDIT.  Students should outline the basis of their historical fiction and used the requirement section found above as a check list to ensure all aspects of the task are completed for their assignment.
Grading:  The Historical Fiction piece will be a double grade out of 200 points based on the rubric scoring guide.  
All grades will be based on creativity, effort, grammar, historical accuracy, and entertainment value.  Be Sure to proof read before turning in the final.
