A5\ Daily Arrival Routine:

Driven students should arrive between 8:15-8:30am
e You may drop off your child at the front of the school on Parkhurst Road. Staff will be
available to assist the children.

e Bussed students will be dropped off in the bus loop in front of the school.
e All bussed students will use door #1 for arrival.
