Policies and Procedures

2012-2013
Each athlete is to review these procedures and follow them at all times.

1) All shooters will be instructed in firearm safety.  A strict safety policy will be enforced.  Safety rules are posted at the range.  Shooters are expected to follow all verbal and written rules at all times.  Remember:

· Always handle rifles in a safe fashion and pointed in a safe direction.

· Always treat all firearms as if they are loaded at all times

· Always follow all range commands

· Always follow all lead safety rules

2) All shooters must maintain passing grades in the four major subject areas and Physical Education.  Passing grades must be maintained throughout the season.  
3) A physical exam and parental consent form will be confirmed with the school nurse before any shooter will be permitted to practice.
4) No shooter will be permitted to participate in practices or matches if absent from school on the same day.

5) All shooters will behave in a courteous fashion to all teammates, opponents, or coaches and will treat all school property respectably.  

6) All shooters will receive a copy of the match schedule in advance of the first match.  All shooters are expected to maintain their copy of the schedule and to be on time to all practices and matches.  Schedules are also posted online.  
8) Practices are held Monday through Friday from 3:30 to 6 PM and Saturday mornings.  Shooters are expected to participate in all workout, range, and classroom practices.  Attendance will be taken.  No shooter may leave until excused by the coach.  Attendance issues may result in game suspension or removal from the team.  
9) Shooters are to follow all directions from the coach, both written and verbal, to ensure a safe environment and development of skills.  

· Failure to follow these rules may result in suspension or removal from the team.
A few notes for your consideration:

As athletes on this team you are representatives of this sport, Ken-Ton schools, and this team.  Your actions both on and off the range have an effect on all of us.  

· Remember that this is a sport that can often be misinterpreted by the public, please present a safe and non-violent image at ALL times.  

· When interacting with members of other teams, school officials, and members of the public please behave in an appropriate fashion and display sportsmanship.

· Always be aware of situations you may find yourself in that may jeopardize your team, sport, school, or your own athletic status.

· With the popularity of social networking websites your activities can be published in a public and easily viewed fashion.  Athletes on other sports have been disciplined for illegal and questionable actions that are discovered in part through these websites.  Potential discipline could include suspension, termination, or legal actions and may not fall under the prerogative of the coach.  Please note not only what is on your websites, but also pictures, blogs, and messages on those of your peers.  Also remember, a growing trend is for colleges and employers to search these sites to learn more about applicants’ activities.  PLAY IT SAFE, STAY AWAY FROM COMPRIMISING SITUATIONS!
Following the end of each marking period, each team member will be required to meet with the coach within a week of the athlete receiving the report card.  This is done to ensure athletic eligibility, to monitor potential for academic awards, and to make sure the student gets the help they need and do not fall behind due to athletics.  

A schedule of all practices and matches will be given to all athletes once it has been finalized.  It is the athletes’ responsibility to maintain this schedule and pay attention to any changes that occur. 
Required Items

The majority of items that athletes need are provided by the school.  However, as with all sports, there are some items that athletes are required to provide for themselves.

· Appropriate clothing for the sport:  This is a pair of jeans, clean street sneakers, and a sweatshirt.

· Students will have to obtain eye and ear protection.  It is their responsibility to maintain this equipment and to bring it to all practices and matches.  Check with the coach for specific details.  
· Athletes will need appropriate gym/workout clothes to participate in workout practices.  Street clothes, such as jeans, are not considered appropriate attire.  A lock is needed to secure items in the locker room.

· Athletes will also need a 3-ring binder.

· It is highly recommended that the students obtain a small bag to keep all their equipment and shooting apparel in so that it is readily available.  All personal items should be locked in the school locker and not left in the range.  

· Some students and parents inquire about athletes using their own equipment instead of that issued by the team.  This is not required, other than the items mentioned above.  It is allowed, but please ask the coach about specifics as there are numerous regulations that must be met.
