What are Supplemental Educational Services?
Supplemental Educational Services (SES) is a federal program under the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB) that offers free tutoring/academic enrichment to eligible students. Tutoring is offered in reading/language arts, mathematics, or science. The tutoring is additional academic instruction that is given outside of the regular school day. It provides extended learning for children at any academic level. These services are paid for by Kenmore-Tonawanda  Union Free School District and are free of charge to parents/guardians. The state-approved SES providers ensure that their services are research-based and aligned to state academic standards.

Who is eligible for free tutoring?
The free tutoring is available to students who are eligible to receive free or reduced-price lunch and attend an eligible Title I school.

Eligible schools for the 2011-2012 school year are:  Holmes Elementary and Roosevelt Elementary

Why is free tutoring through SES only offered to students who are eligible for free or reduced-price lunch?
Federal law determines specific criteria for offering SES.

Will parents/guardians be asked to pay anything?
No, this program offers a specific number of tutoring hours which are absolutely free.

What are the responsibilities of parents/guardians?
Parents/guardians are responsible for selecting a state-approved tutoring provider. The Title I / SES staff members will be happy to assist parents in making a selection. Parents should also monitor their child's progress, and complete a satisfaction survey which will be mailed to them after tutorial services have ended. Parents may be responsible for providing transportation to and from the tutoring site.

What considerations should be made in selecting your child's tutorial provider? 
· Your child's academic needs  
· The qualifications of the tutor who will work with your child  
· Times and days that tutoring is offered vs. your family's schedule  
· Length and frequency (how many time per week) of tutoring sessions  
· Travel time to provider's location (Transportation is not provided)

Will all eligible students receive free tutoring through SES?
If funds are available, all eligible students who apply for SES will be served. However, if funds are not sufficient, the lowest-achieving students will be given first priority.

Where will the tutoring take place?
SES tutoring may be provided on-line via computer, at a tutoring center, at a local community center or library, or in your home. Certain eligible SES providers may also  provide services at a local school that they have leased.
