Three years of senior high school—three years of experiences that
pass so quickly when compared to the length of a life, are three years
that right now, to many graduating seniors, mean such a great deal.

It isn’t that the three years at East are exciting, in fact the days are
rather routine, sometimes bordering on drudgery. You come as a soph-
omore, eager and expectant, only to find that you can’t wait to get out,
an attitude which builds through your junior and senior years. But all
this time, you half realize the great value of the experiences taking
place, an appreciation which only begins to fully bloom as you ap-
proach graduation.

Probably the most rewarding experience at East and in life is suc-
cessful interaction with people. It's a constant learning process, unique
in that each of us is on his own, without guidelines, often meeting dis-
appointment, but also marking well our successes.

It is seen in the acquaintances we make as sophomores which we
bond into lasting friendships as seniors. Its value is noted as we test
authority and learn which authority to accept and which is right to re-
ject. It appears in the classroom and after school as we learn how to
lead and how to follow.

There seems to be, however, a growing attitude in the school directly
in conflict with this learning process. Born of the age of rebellion we
live in, its roots lie with the pessimism we hold toward school life. More
and more students are rejecting the institutions of the school, but with-
out considering ways to improve them or replace them.

Students are not enjoying the school, but instead of working to make
_ it interesting greater numbers of students are graduating early or tak-
ing fewer courses so they might get on the dismissal programs. The
Student Forum, dedicated to making East more liveable, is left with few-
er and fewer genuinely interested people each year. When the teacher
and students of East no longer care to learn from each other and their
surroundings, when they no longer strive for improvement in their con-
ditions, then will education die.

It is best for ourselves, teachers and students alike, that we never
give in to the humdrum of the school setup, that we seek, work for in-
novation in our lives, and even in the dullest of situations, make the
most of the people around us.
