In a premiere performance, Lawrence Lee's The Night Thoreau Spent In
Jail was presented November 9, 10, and 11th. Written in 1970, this drama
had played to rave college audiences around the country but had not yet
been viewed by a high school audience. Henry David Thoreau, played by
Cliff Levine; emerged as a very human portrait, a man with contemporary
concerns for the hopelessness of war and the futility of many accepted in-
stitutions. The style of the production was modern and experimental; thrust
staging, intimate theatre, and special lighting effects enhanced the honest
and direct purpose of the production. Debbie Myers designed the very com-
plex lighting for the show. Supporting Cliff Levine were Marty Fejer (Waldo
Emerson), Wendy Hutchinson (Ellen), Lori Krop, (Mrs. Emerson), Gary Glor
(John Thoreau), Loren Horwitz (Deacon Ball), and Naomi Bolinsky (Mother).
